This is an empirical study, and the above description outlines the story of this article. Apart from a set of core questions (mandatory items), test-takers can choose one from four essay questions to answer. Each of the scripts was marked by two or three random-selected raters. Hence a three-facet Rasch model (Equation 3) was employed to investigate research questions.
1. Since choosing an essay question freely violates the assumption of missing at random, fitting a classical facet model is inappropriate because it ignores the local independence among the response on four essays. The effect of choice is recommended to be partial out by fitting a more complex model.
2. In our previous study, the third facet, rater, was not considered due to loss of rater indices. However, the rater facet shall be incorporated into models if the information is available.
