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It is an interesting research which used a psychometric model to separate intuitive and deliberate reasoning process. The proposed CMR model is two-dimensional nominal categories model which tried to capture the difference among the three nominal response categories (E1, E2 and R). The analysis of a dataset supported the potential of the CMR model in dealing with the dual-process data.

Comments and Questions:

(1) I’m wondering, is the item response itself sufficient to separate an intuitive process and deliberate without additional information. 

(2) The CMR model seemed to be limited. The assumptions are not realistic and stringent, for example, it was assumed that the response categories are sequential and not simultaneous. 
(3) Two types of incorrect responses (E1 & E2) were considered in the study whereas different types of incorrect responses may appear in the real.
